Introductory activities

Presentation of the course contents and subject methodology.

Master Session

The lecturer presents the contents of the subject matter with the relevant explanations concerning
the theoretical bases that support it and introduces concepts, bibliography and projects that the
students must carry out.

It is a class that
complements the master lecture. Studants must develop adequate solutions by applying rutines
and processes of transformation of data and interpreting results.

Seminars

Activity centered on concrete subject matters that allow students to deep on the the course
contents. They supplement theoretical lectures and favour the practice of the spoken language and
the exercising of public speach. A student or a group of students will prepare any of the topics that
appear in the program with the appropriate bibliography. The seminars can also be used to explain
the progress made with the course projects.

By doing it
under supervision, it is hoped that the student becomes acquainted with research of
documentation, learns to work critically and analytically and writes a paper following the standards
of academic publications.
